New priorities are determined by analysing local crime trends and incorporating feedback from you, the community, through engagement events, surveys and direct contact.

Safer Neighbourhood Team area: Darley Dale and Winster
The previous priorities for these areas were: 
•Speeding
•Vehicle Anti-social Behaviour in DFS carpark 

Action Taken:
In relation to speeding, Speed checks have been conducted in the affected areas to monitor the speeds of people driving through Winster. This has led to a decrease in speeding in the area. In addition to this, more high visibility foot patrols have been conducted in the area in additions to vehicle patrols. 

In relation to Vehicle Anti-social Behaviour in DFS carpark, patrols have been carried out in DFS carpark, Darley Dale, and advice has been given to the store manager to restrict access to the car park to DFS. Recent patrols show that there has been no attempt to restrict access to the car park. In addition, the time of day the incidents are taking place is after midnight, so no one is on duty to carry out foot patrols at this time.

	Outcomes:
Speeding:
•Vehicles have been stopped for speeding and manner of driving and words of advice have been given.
•Vehicles have been stopped and received a Traffic Offence Report after having a indicated speed greater than 35mph. 
•Positive engagement with the communities as they are happy to see Police presence
•Decrease in speeding
 
Vehicle Anti-social Behaviour in DFS carpark:
•Intelligence gathered and ECINS case created. ECINS case was handed over to Alena Greenwood. Last update on ECINS case states ‘No further incidents reported case archived.’ There is no sign of Alena Greenwood taking any other action aside from archiving the case.

New Priority:
The new priority for these areas is Road safety issues & Speeding traffic/Hazardous driving

In relations to Road safety issues & Speeding traffic/Hazardous driving, we will:
1.Increase the number of speed checks in affected areas such as Main Street, Winster.
2.Conduct regular High Visibility Patrols in known hotspot areas.
3.Promote road safety awareness through school visits. 
4.Take proactive enforcement action in relation to offences such as obstruction, speeding and anti-social driving. 
5.Collaborate with local councils to identify infrastructure improvements (signage, traffic calming).
6.Share updates and road safety advice via Derbyshire Alert and social media.
7.Publicise successful interventions to reassure the community and encourage reporting.
8.Work with Roads Policing Unit for joint operations where necessary.
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
