-School Visits and Safety Patrols! 
Your local PCSO has visited a couple Schools throughout the month to discuss a variety of issues at the School’s request. To raise awareness around knives and to help educate kids around safety with knives, being responsible if they were to ever use them in a controlled environment, and what to do if they ever found one in public. Your SNT Officers have also increased their presence outside of Schools during morning and afternoon shifts to build community relations, and to ‘encourage’ drivers to park safely. During this time, several drivers have been given friendly reminders about the repercussions of parking on the yellow zig-zags outside of School. We have also spotted several drivers who were on their mobile phones whilst driving through these School zones, all of which have been sent tickets for putting the community in harms way!

We would particularly like the following information:
1 Riders and users of the bikes

1 Description of the bike: Make, colour, size

1 Locations the bikes may be stored

1 Days and times and routes the bikes may use

1 Photo/ Videos, if it is safe to do so
1 Vehicle Registration Marks
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Using a mobile phone while driving s illegal
This does not mean just making a call, it includes:
I lluminating the screen

1 Checking the time o notifications

1 Unlocking the device

1 Making, receiving, or rejecting a telephone or internet based call

1 Sending, receiving or uploading oral or written content or a photo or video

1 Utilising camera, video, or sound recording

1 Drafting any text

1 Accessing any stored data such as documents, books, audio files, photos,
videos, films, playlists, notes or messages, an app or the internet

IF you get caught you will get six points on your licence and a £200 fine.

If you've been driving less than two years those six points will mean you
automatically lose your licence. Points on your licence can also lead to
higher insurance costs.

The facts on using your mobile while driving
I Drivers are slower at seeing and reacting to hazards.

1 It can impair your control of the vehicle

1 You are four times more likely to be in a crash

1 Your reaction times are two to three times slower if you text and
drive than if you drink and drive

The Law

Itsillegal to use a handheld mobile when driving, even if you've stopped at

traffic lights or are queuing in traffic.

1 Itis only legal to use it if you are safely parked or if you need to call 999 in
an emergency and it is unsafe or impractical to stop

1 Itis alsoillegal to use a handheld phone or similar device when supervising
alearner driver

1 Using a mobile phone for navigation will continue to be legal, aslong as it
iskept in a cradle and not in the driver's hand

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Make your home a difficult target.

Inside your home

1 Make it difficult for your valuables
tobe taken.

I Checkwho's at the door and don't
openiitif you feel anxious.

1 Leave some lights on or consider
using plug timers i it will be dark
before you get home.

1 Store keys, including your car keys,
out of sight and away from the
front door area.

1 Hide wallets, identity cards,
passports and cash.

1 Mark or etch your property with
your posteode, house, flat number
or the first three letters of your
house name.

1 Take photographs of your valuable
items such as jewelery.

I Register items with serial numbers
such as mobile phones, games.
consoles, bikes and watches at:
wwwimmobilise.com

Outside your home
I Install good outside lighting.
1 Scale back hedges or fences that
prevent people seeing your home.
1 Lock doors and windows every time
you leave the house, even when you
are in the garden.

1 Cancel milk or other deliveries if
you are planning on being away
from home.

1 Askaneighbour,friend or relative
tokeep an eye on your property if
you are going away.

1 Keep ladders and gardening tools
locked away to prevent them being
used to gain entry to your home.

1 Secure bikes by locking them to an
immoveable object inside a locked

shed or garage. Install a burglar
alarm that can be seen on the

outside of your property.

On your street

1 Beagood neighbour and check on
your neighbours’ properties if they
are away.

1 Remove any letters or deliveries
from the letterbox or doorway.

1 Clear snow to your neighbours™
doors, or walk on their paths if they
are away - footprints will make the
house appear occupied.

1 Burglars look for the best house.
totarget, so report anyone acting
suspiciously.

1 Consider setting up orjoining a
Neighbourhood Watch scheme.
